The gender policy of the Republic of Belarus builds on the generally accepted international
norms enshrined in the United Nations Conventions and other international instruments aimed at
overcoming all forms and manifestations of gender discrimination and creating conditions that empower

a person to fully realize personal potential regardless of gender.

The principle of equal rights for women and men in all spheres of life is fixed
in the Constitution of the Republic of Belarus. Implementation of this principle is ensured by such
legislative acts as the Marriage and Family Code, the Labour Code, the Criminal Code, the Civil Code,
the Law of the Republic of Belarus "On Employment of the Population of the Republic of Belarus" and

other.

2. POPULATION

The section presents key statistics on the number and age composition of women and men,
births, deaths among persons of both sexes by main causes, marriages and divorces. It also provides
generalized demographic indicators that characterise reproduction processes in the population as a

whole, that is birth rates, migration data.

Current population estimates as at 1 January are calculated based on the latest census results
plus annual numbers of births and arrivals in a given area and minus annual numbers of deaths and

departures from a given area.

The estimates take account of increase or decrease of the population of individual areas
resulting from their boundary changes and changes in the number of urban and rural population resulting
from changes in administrative territorial arrangement of the Republic of Belarus, that is as a result of
changes in urban/rural category of localities (transformation of rural localities into urban and urban into

rural under legislative acts of the Republic of Belarus).

The population is broken down into urban and rural according to the place of residence, whereby
urban settlements are localities that, according to the legislation, are referred to the urban category

(cities, urban, industrial and resort settlements). All other localities are rural.

Working-age population covers men and women from 16 years old up to the generally

established pension age.

The official statistical information on migration is compiled on the basis of migration record cards

filled in when registering or de-registering population at the place of residence or stay that come from the
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units for citizenship and migration of the internal affairs authorities as well as from rural and village

executive committees.

Migration is movement of individuals across borders of an area connected with the change in the

place of residence.

Net migration is a difference between arrivals and departures over a specified time period. Net
migration can be either a positive value when the number of arrivals exceeds the number of departures
(migration gain), or a negative value, if the number of arrivals is less than the number of departures

(migration loss).

Data on births are produced on the basis of data from birth records filled in by vital registration

offices. The number of births includes live births only.

Crude birth rate is computed as a ratio of the number of live births in a calendar year
to the average annual population. It shows the number of births per 1000 population and is expressed as

per mille (%o).

Age-specific birth rates are computed as a ratio of the number of live births to women of a
definite age group to the average annual nhumber of women of that age group. Rates for the age group
under 20 are computed using the number of women 15-19 years old as denominator. For the rates for
the age group 15-49, the numerator comprises all births, including births to mothers under 15 and to

mothers 50 and over.

Total fertility rate is the average number of children that would be born to a woman throughout her
reproductive years (from 15 through 49 years of age) if the age-specific fertility rates for the specified

year remained unchanged.

Mean age of mothers at childbirth is an arithmetic mean computed by dividing the total number
of man-years (a sum of products of mothers’ ages and the number of children born at these ages) by the
total number of children. Mean age of mothers at first birth is computed in a similar way.

Data on deaths are compiled on the basis of data from death records made by civil registration
offices.

The information on causes of death is sourced from the records in medical death/stillbirth
certificates made by physicians in respect to disease, accident, homicide, suicide or other external cause
resulting in death. Such inscriptions make the basis for specifying the cause of death in death records
maintained by vital registration offices.

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Crude death rate is computed as a ratio of the number of deaths in a calendar year
to the average annual population. It shows the number of deaths per 1000 population and is expressed
as per mille (%o).

Cause-specific death rates are computed as ratios of the number of deaths from specified
causes to the average annual population. They are calculated per 100 000 population.

Cause-specific death rates at working age are computed for a year by dividing the number of
deaths at working age from the specified causes by the average annual population of the same age.

Data on marriages are produced on the basis of data from marriage records filled in by vital

registration offices.

The official statistical information on divorces is obtained from record cards of persons dissolving
marriage filled out by the judicial authorities as well as from divorce records made

by civil registration offices.

Crude marriage rate is computed as a ratio of the number of marriages in a calendar year
to the average annual population. It shows the number of marriages per 1000 population and is

expressed as per mille (%o).

Crude divorce rate is computed as a ratio of the number of dissolved marriages
in a calendar year to the average annual population. It shows the number of divorces per 1000

population and is expressed as per mille (%o).

Average age at first marriage is an arithmetic mean calculated by dividing the total man-years
(the sum of age values multiplied by the number of persons who married for the first time at this age) by
the total number of persons who married for the first time. The average age at remarriage is calculated

in a similar way.
Age at divorce is the difference between the date of divorce registration and the date of birth.

The information on early marriages is based on the results of the Multiple Indicator Cluster
Survey to monitor the situation of children and women (MICS4) that was conducted by the National
Statistical Committee of the Republic of Belarus in 2012. The survey is a non-exhaustive state statistical
survey that was conducted in all regions of the country and the city of Minsk and built on voluntary

participation of households.

The objective of MICS4 in the Republic of Belarus was to obtain statistics on maternal and child

health, child development and parenting.

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3. HEALTH

The section presents information on morbidity in women and men by disease groups, on the
number of persons with disabilities. From 2002, the statistics on morbidity is produced using the
International Statistical Classification of Diseases and Related Health Problems (10th revision, World
Health Organisation, 1989).

The section also provides data that characterize health behaviour of women and men — data on
smoking, physical exercise and sports, self-assessment of health status. These indicators were produced
based on the results of the sample household living standards survey that is a non-exhaustive state

statistical survey of the developments in the level, quality and conditions of living.

The National Statistical Committee of the Republic of Belarus conducts the sample household
living standards survey on an annual basis, using the methodology that complies with the international
standards. The survey is carried out in all regions of the country and the city of Minsk and builds upon a

principle of the voluntary participation of households.

Life expectancy at birth is an average number of years to be lived by an individual from
the cohort born in the same year assuming the mortality level for every age in this cohort remains the

same as in the given period.

Disease incidence (newly diagnosed cases) is defined as the total cases of a disease registered
for the first time in the reference year. Disease incidence reflects the frequency of occurrence of new

cases of a condition over a year.

A disabled person is a person with persistent physical, mental, cognitive
or sensory disorders, which, when interacting with various barriers, hinder his or her full and efficient

participation in the social life along with other individuals.

Disability incidence is the number of new cases of disablement determined in the reference year.

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4. Education and science

The section contains statistical information on the level of education among female and male
population, on the distribution of female and male enroliment by type of education institutions, on female

and male teachers in these institutions.

Enrollment covers persons enrolled in general secondary, vocational technical, secondary

specialized, higher and postgraduate education programmes.

General secondary education institutions comprise primary schools, basic schools, secondary
schools, evening schools, gymnasia, boarding gymnasia, lyceums, specialised lyceums, Suvorov
colleges, cadet colleges, boarding schools for orphaned children and children deprived of parental care,
sanatorium-type boarding schools, educational complexes as well as other educational institutions
implementing general secondary education programmes, special needs education programmes at the
level of general secondary education, and special needs education programmes at the level of general

secondary education for persons with mental impairment.

Vocational-technical education institutions comprise vocational-technical schools, vocational
lyceums, vocational-technical colleges as well as other educational institutions implementing vocational-

technical education programmes.

Secondary specialised education institutions comprise colleges and other educational institutions

implementing secondary specialised education programmes.

Higher education institutions comprise classic universities, specialised universities (academies,

conservatories), institutes, higher colleges.
Postgraduate education comprises two stages:

Postgraduate (adjunct) course is the 1st stage of postgraduate education aimed at training
of specialists with skills in planning and original scientific research and profound theoretical knowledge
enabling them to prepare a qualification research paper (dissertation) to compete for an academic
degree of the candidate of science. The 1st stage of postgraduate education pursues educational
programmes of postgraduate (adjunct) course providing for scientific qualification “Researcher”, with

either full-time or correspondence studies, or in the form of degree candidacy;

Doctorate course is the 2nd stage of postgraduate education aimed at training specialists
with skills in the organisation of scientific research in new research areas or in the development of
existing relevant research areas, and analytical generalisation of research results, enabling them to

prepare a qualification research paper (dissertation) to compete for an academic degree of the doctor of
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science. The 2nd stage of postgraduate education pursues educational programmes of doctorate course

with full-time studies or in the form of degree candidacy.

Net enrollment ratio in primary education (ISCED level 1) is defined as a ratio of enrollement in
grades 1 — 4 of general education programmes at ages 6 — 9 to the population aged 6 — 9; expressed

as a percentage.

Net enrollment ratio in lower secondary education (basic education; ISCED level 2) is defined as
a ratio of enrollment in grades 5 — 9 of general education programmes at ages 10 — 14 to the population

aged 10 — 14; expressed as a percentage.

Gross enrollment ratio in upper secondary education (ISCED level 3) is defined as a ratio of
enrollment in secondary education programmes (grades 10 — 11), special needs education programmes
at the level of secondary education, vocational-technical education programmes on the basis of general
basic and special needs education, and years 1 and 2 of secondary specialized education on the basis of

general basic education to the population aged 15 — 16; expressed as a percentage.

Gross enrollment ratio in tertiary education (ISCED levels 5 to 8) is defined as a ratio of
enrollment in secondary specialized education (excluding students enrolled on the basis of general basic
education (first two years of study), and enrollment in higher and postgraduate education programmes to

the population aged 17 — 21; expressed as a percentage.

The value of gross enrollment ratios can be higher than 100% in cases where the actual age of

students is different from the theoretical age.

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5. EMPLOYMENT AND UNEMPLOYMENT

The section provides statistical information that characterise gender distribution of the employed
and unemployed registered with labour, employment and social protection agencies. The section

contains data on the number of women and men employees by staff category, age group and education.

Population employed in the economy (employed population) comprises all persons in paid
employment and self-employed for gain or income as well as persons temporarily absent from work.

Employed population includes unpaid family workers.
Data on the number of employed population are provided on an average annual basis.

Employees are classified by staff categories according to the nation-wide classification of the
Republic of Belarus “Occupations or workers and positions of office employees” (OKP5E 006-2009)
adopted by the resolution of the Ministry of Labour and Social Protection of the Republic of Belarus No.
125 of 22 October 20009.

Employees are broken down by educational attainment irrespective of work performed or
position occupied. Educational attainment is defined according to the highest level of education attained

in educational institution.

Unemployed registered with labour, employment and social protection agencies (registered
unemployed) comprise persons of working age permanently residing in the Republic of Belarus who are
without work and earnings, are registered with labour, employment and social protection agencies at
their permanent place of residence with the purpose to find an appropriate work, are seeking work, and

are available for work.

Registered unemployment rate is a ratio of the number of the unemployed registered
with labour, employment and social protection agencies to the number of labour force (employed

and unemployed registered with labour, employment and social protection agencies).

Unemployed according to the ILO recommendations are persons aged 15 — 74 years who during

the survey week met all of the following criteria:
were without work or self-employment;
were seeking work in the preceding four weeks using any means;

were available for work in two weeks after the survey week.

7. STANDARD OF LIVING
The section provides statistical information that characterise various aspects of the standard of
living of the population.

Nominal gross average monthly earnings are calculated by dividing gross payroll before income
tax and compulsory insurance contributions of employees, by the average payroll number of employees
taken to calculate the average earnings, and by the number of months in the period.

Wage payroll covers accrued to employees of organisations, regardless of the source of
financing, the following payments: compensation for work done and hours worked; incentive and
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compensatory payments, payment for time not worked and other payments to be included in the wage
payroll.

The number of pensioners comprises persons who receive state pensions granted in accordance
with the legislation of the Republic of Belarus.

Average pension size is calculated by dividing the total amount of granted pensions
by the number of pensioners.

The main source of the information on the level of material wellbeing of the population is the
sample household living standards survey b,

A household is a group of persons who share the same housing unit, provide themselves
with the essentials for living, keep house together fully or partially pooling and using their resources,
or a person who lives independently and provides oneself with the essentials for living.

Disposable resources are money funds of households, the value of consumed food from
subsidiary farming less the expenses on its production, and the value of in-kind benefits and payments.

The value of consumed home-grown produce is estimated on the basis of average purchase
prices of food.

In-kind benefits and payments are measured in value terms and comprise various benefits
and payments granted to household members (both from the budget and from organisations)
to purchase goods or services in the form of full or partial repayment of their actual cost. Benefits and
payments are valued as reported by the interviewed household members.

The minimum subsistence budget is the value of the minimum subsistence level plus compulsory
payments and contributions.

The minimum subsistence level is a minimum set of food products and non-food goods and
services the value of which is defined as a fixed proportion of the value of a minimum set of food
products, that are essential to maintain human health and vital activity.

The minimum subsistence budget is calculated on average per capita and for the main socio-
demographic groups and is quarterly approved by the Ministry of Labour and Social Protection of the
Republic of Belarus in prices of the last month of a quarter.

The minimum subsistence budget in Belarus is used to estimate the low-income level.

Low-income population (households) is the population (households) with average per capita
disposable resources below the minimum subsistence budget.

The low-income rate is a proportion of the population (households) with average per capita
disposable resources below the minimum subsistence budget in the total population (households).

Low-income risk index is a ratio of the low-income rate of particular population (household) group
to the low-income rate calculated for the total population (households). The index value above 1 means
that the group is exposed to low-income risk more than the population (households) of the country as a
whole, while index value below 1 means that low-income risk is lower than for the total population
(households).

The Internet is a set of interconnected international data transmission networks based on the use
of a set of TCP/IP protocols and using a single address space.

8. OFFENCE

The section contains information about persons who committed crimes and persons who
suffered from committed crimes, including certain types of the most dangerous and prevalent crimes, as
well as the data on the number of convicts.

Persons who committed crimes are persons recognized as accused, as well as persons against
whom criminal proceedings have been terminated or refused to be initiated on non-rehabilitating
grounds.

Juvenile delinquency refers to crimes committed by persons who, on the day of committing a
crime, have not reached the age of eighteen.

A victim is a natural person who has suffered a physical, moral or material harm caused by a
socially dangerous deed provided for by a criminal law and in respect of which the authority conducting
the criminal proceedings issued a decision (ruling) on recognizing him/her as a victim.

Convicted are persons against whom court verdicts of guilty were passed and entered into legal
force.

Data on crime committers are provided for completed criminal investigations.
