FOREWORD

The data book widely presents the information describing various aspects of the level and quality
of living of the population in the Republic of Belarus. Provided are the key socioeconomic indicators
reflecting demographic situation, employment and unemployment, the size and structure of money
incomes, expenditure and consumption of households as well as prevalence of low-income state among
households.

The data on housing conditions, health and medical care, the population's attitudes to healthy
lifestyle, pensions and social protection of selected population groups, education and culture,
environment and crime are published in the book. Statistical indicators characterising the consumer
market of goods and services, transport and communications, network of fourism and recreation
organisations are also included.

The publication was prepared using the data of the Ministry of Finance of the Republic
of Belarus, the Ministry of Labour and Social Protection of the Republic of Belarus, the Ministry of Health
of the Republic of Belarus, the State Institution “Republican Centre of Hygiene, Epidemiology and Public
Health”, the State Institution “Republican Centre for Health Improvement and Sanatorium-Resort
Treatment of the Population of the Republic of Belarus”, the Ministry of Education of the Republic of
Belarus, the Ministry of Culture of the Republic of Belarus, the Ministry of Sports and Tourism of the
Republic of Belarus, the Ministry of Information of the Republic of Belarus, the National Bank of the
Republic of Belarus, the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Belarus, the Ministry of Natural
Resources and Environmental Protection of the Republic of Belarus, the State Property Committee of the
Republic of Belarus, the State Border Committee of the Republic of Belarus, the Ministry of Housing and
Communal Services of the Republic of Belarus.

Data for the main indicators are provided in a breakdown by regions and Minsk city. Selected
statistical indicators are furnished with brief methodological notes.

Data in value terms are given in actual prices, for 2016 — 2020 — in the scale of prices in force as
of July 1, 2016 (reduced by 10,000).

Population data are adjusted for the results of the 2019 census. The average annual population,
adjusted for the 2019 census, was used to calculate relative indicators.

In certain cases the data for 2020 are preliminary and are subject to revision in further issues.

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2. POPULATION

This section presents data on population, marriages, and divorces.

Current population estimates as on 1 January are calculated on the basis of the most recent
population census results. The estimates also reflect increase or decrease of populations
of certain areas resulting from the shift of their boundaries as well as the changes in urban and rural
populations due to changes in the administrative-territorial arrangement of the Republic of Belarus.

Population figures as on January, 1 2016 - 2019 adjusted by taking into account the results of
the 2019 census.

Information on the population size is provided for resident population. Resident population
comprises persons permanently residing in a certain area as well as foreign nationals and stateless
persons temporarily residing in this area for a year or more.

The population is broken down into urban and rural according to the place of residence.
Urban settlements are localities that, according to the legislation, are referred to the urban category
(cities, urban, industrial and resort settlements). All other localities are rural.

Working-age population covers men and women from 16 years old up to the generally
established pension age.

Demographic burden is a generalized quantitative measure of the population age structure showing
the burden of non-working age population on the society.

Information on marriages is produced on the basis of the data provided by Marriage registers
maintained by the civil registry offices.

Official statistical information on divorce are produced from the data available in the divorce
registers of the judicial authorities and from the data available in the divorce registers of the civil registry
offices.

In calculating the relative indicators for 2015 - 2019, the average annual population, adjusted by
taking into account the results of the 2019 census, is used.

3. EMPLOYMENT AND UNEMPLOYMENT

The section contains information on the number of employed population according to the
balance of labour resources in annual average and on the unemployed, their main characteristics
according to the sample household survey for the study of employment problems.

Population employed in the economy (employed population) involves persons engaged in
activities related to the production of goods or provision of services for remuneration or payment in kind,
or for profit (income).

Data on the number of employed population are provided on an average annual basis.
The section provides data based on the results of the Labour Force Survey.

Labour Force Survey (LFS) is a sample statistical survey carried out to obtain objective statistical
information on labour force, employed and unemployed in compliance with the criteria of the International
Labour Organisation (ILO). The survey is carried out in all regions of the Republic of Belarus and Minsk
city using a sampling method, annually covers 0.6% of the total households in the country, and is based
on the principles of voluntary participation of selected households.

The survey covers all household members aged 15 to 74 years who permanently reside at a
given address selected for the survey.

Labour force participation is calculated as a ratio of labour force to the total population of the
same group.

Employment rate is the ratio of employed population to the total population.

Unemployment rate is the ratio of the number of unemployed to the labour force of the same age
group (level of education).

According to the ILO recommendations, unemployed are persons aged 15 to 74 years who
during the reporting week met the following three criteria:

They were without work (were not in paid employment or self-employment);
They were seeking work or undertaking steps to organise own business;
They were ready to start working during the reporting week.

The unemployed also include: pupils, students, pensioners and people with disabilities, if they
have been looking for work and were ready to start working.

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4. MONEY INCOMES

The section contains the key indicators reflecting the amount, composition, and sources
of money incomes of the population, as well the data on bank deposits of natural persons

and wages and salaries.

Money incomes of the population include compensation of employees, income from
entrepreneurial and other income-generating activities, transfers to the population (pensions, benefits,
scholarships and other transfers to the population), property income (interest on deposits, dividends,

other income from property) and other incomes.

The methodology of assessment of selected types of money incomes (wage payroll
of employees, income from entrepreneurial and other income-producing activities) and groupings
of main items of money incomes (income from entrepreneurial and other income-producing activities,
property income and other incomes) changed as from 2014. From 2016 new methodological approaches
of the National Bank of the Republic of Belarus are applied to the Balance of Payments item “Personal

Transfers”.

Disposable money income is a part of the money income which remains
at the disposal of the population for consumption and saving purposes after payment of taxes, charges

and contributions.

Real disposable money income is a relative measure -calculated by dividing
a nominal growth rate of disposable money income by consumer price index

of goods and services for a corresponding time period.

Per capita money income is calculated by dividing the total money income of the population

by the average annual population.

Nominal gross average monthly earnings are calculated by dividing gross payroll before income
tax and compulsory insurance contributions of employees, by the average payroll number of employees

taken to calculate the average earnings, and by the number of months in the period.

Real earnings is a relative statistical measure characterising the purchasing power
of wages and salaries in the reference period resulting from changes in prices of consumer goods
and services as compared with the base period; calculated by dividing the index of nominal gross

earnings by the consumer price index for the same time period.

5. SOCIOECONOMIC DIFFERENTIATION

The section presents indicators reflecting socioeconomic differentiation in the population
by the level of material well-being. The primary source of data for producing these indicators
is the sample household living standards survey.

The sample household living standards survey is a hon-exhaustive state statistical survey carried
out annually by state statistics bodies in order to obtain official statistical information on the various
aspects of the level, quality and conditions of living of the population.

The National Statistical Committee of the Republic of Belarus conducts the sample household
living standards survey according to the methodology which complies with the international standards.
The survey is carried out in all regions of the country and the city of Minsk
and is based on the principles of voluntary participation of households.

The sampling is formed on a territorial principle using a multistage, stratified random sampling
method. Within all administrative-territorial units, cities, towns and rural settlements are selected and
then households are sampled.

The general population for the sampling procedure comprises the total number of households
living in the Republic of Belarus (according to the most recent population census) excluding institutional
households (residing in residential care facilities for the elderly, boarding schools, etc.) and students
residing in residence halls.

While extrapolating the survey results on the general population, statistical weighting is carried
out by means of assigning a statistical weight to every surveyed household. The statistical weight
characterises a represented number of households.

A household is a group of persons who share the same housing unit, provide themselves
with the essentials for living, keep house together fully or partially pooling and using their resources,
or a person who lives independently and provides oneself with the essentials for living.

A pensioners household is a household consisting of persons (one person) who have reached
the general retirement age and above.
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Disposable resources are money funds of households, the value of consumed food from
subsidiary farming less the expenses on its production, and the value of in-kind benefits and payments.

The value of consumed home-grown produce is estimated on the basis of average purchase
prices of food.

In-kind benefits and payments are measured in value terms and comprise various benefits
and payments granted to household members (both from the budget and from organisations)
to purchase goods or services in the form of full or partial repayment of their actual cost. Benefits and
payments are valued as reported by the interviewed household members.

Distribution of the households by the average per capita disposable resources represents a
range with specified intervals where average per capita disposable resources are ranked
in ascending order, which allows for grouping the households within these intervals
by the level of average per capita disposable resources and estimating the number or share
of the population households within each interval.

Quintiles are household groups formed by dividing the total households into five equal parts.
Quintiles are arranged by ranking the households in ascending order according to the average per capita
disposable resources, which is then divided into five equal groups, each group comprising 20% of the
total households. As a result, the first (lowest) quintile includes 20% of the households with the lowest
average per capita disposable resources; the second quintile includes next 20% of the households, and
so on, while the fifth (highest) quintile includes 20% of the households with the highest average per
capita disposable resources.

Gini coefficient (index of income concentration, coefficient of income inequality) shows the bias
of actual distribution of the total disposable resources (income) of the population from the perfect equality
line. Gini coefficient is a number between 0 and 1, and the higher the index value, the more unequally
incomes (disposable resources) are distributed across the society.

The Lorenz curve is a graphical representation of distribution of disposable resources among
population. The curve shows the cumulative distribution of the population (households) and a
corresponding volume of disposable resources. As a result it shows the ratio of cumulative proportions of
all disposable resources and their recipients.

In case disposable resources were distributed equally, i.e. if the bottom 10% of households
would always have 10% of the disposable resources, 20% - the fifth part of disposable resources, 50% —
half of disposable resources and so on, such a distribution would be depicted by the line
of perfect equality (diagonal of a square with sides 0% to 100%). Actual distribution is reflected by the
Lorenz curve, and the more remote from the perfect equality line it is, the bigger differentiation is.

The minimum subsistence budget is the value of the minimum subsistence level plus compulsory
payments and contributions.

The minimum subsistence level is a minimum set of food products and non-food goods and
services the value of which is defined as a fixed proportion of the value of a minimum set of food
products, that are essential to maintain human health and vital activity.

The minimum subsistence budget is calculated on average per capita and for the main socio-
demographic groups and is quarterly approved by the Ministry of Labour and Social Protection of the
Republic of Belarus in prices of the last month of a quarter.
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The minimum subsistence budget in Belarus is used to estimate the low-income level.

Low-income population (households) is the population (households) with average per capita
disposable resources below the minimum subsistence budget.

The low-income rate is a proportion of the population (households) with average per capita
disposable resources below the minimum subsistence budget in the total population (households).

Low-income risk index is a ratio of the low-income rate of particular household group to the low-
income rate calculated for the total households. The index value above 1 means that the group is
exposed to low-income risk more than the households of the country as a whole, while index value below
1 means that low-income risk is lower than for the total households.

The rate of relative low-income is a proportion of the population with the level of average per
capita disposable resources, calculated with the equivalence scale, below the line of relative
low-income in the total population.

The line of relative low-income is defined as 60% of median of average per capita disposable
resources on average for the country calculated with the equivalence scale.

The median of average per capita disposable resources is the value of the index that divides the
ranking of households distribution by average per capita disposable resources into two equal parts: with
values below the median and above the median.

The equivalence scale is a set of weights for the conversion of the total number of household
members in the number of equivalent consumers taking into account the effect of cohabitation.
The following equivalence scale is used in Belarus:

1.0 — for one of the household members aged over 18;
0.8 — for the rest of the household members aged over 18;
0.9 — for children ages 6 to 18;

0.7 — for children ages 3 to 6;

0.5 — for children under age 3.

The perceived low-income rate is a proportion of the population who reported dissatisfaction with
their money income in the total population.

Material deprivations are caused by the lack of money deprivations (limitations in meeting
material needs) the presence of which leads to exclusion of households from the common way of living in
the country.

The rate of material deprivation is a proportion of the households who indicated the presence of
four or more material deprivations included in the deprivation list in the total households.

The list of deprivations in the Republic of Belarus includes 14 items of deprivation named as a
sign of poverty by the majority of the population of the republic (at least 85% of respondents who took
part in a sample survey of households on living standards). Starting from 2017 data, the list of material
deprivation of the population (households) is used to calculate indicators of material deprivation in the
wording of the resolution of the National Statistical Committee of the Republic of Belarus of February 5,
2018 No. 12 "On Amendments to the Methodology for Calculating Statistical Indicators of Living
Standards of Population (Households)".

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6. SOCIAL PROTECTION

The section contains data on the key indicators of social security and social assistance provided
to the population. The data cover the social payments, social protection of selected population groups,
pensions, on boarding institutions for the elderly and disabled (adults and children) and also children and

minors deprived of parental care and their placement.

State targeted social assistance is a system of measures undertaken to provide assistance to

persons or groups of persons in need to help them overcome or mitigate difficult life situations.
State targeted social assistance is provided in the form of:

monthly and/or lump sum social benefits for purchase of food, medicines, clothing, footwear,
school supplies and for other needs to ensure normal living as well as payment (full or partial)

for housing and utilities and/or payment for the use of housing unit of public housing stock;
social benefit for diapers;

social benefits for the purchase of technical means of social rehabilitation (in accordance with

the regulations of July, 1 2017, this indicator has been excluded);
provision of children of the first two years of life with food products.

In-kind benefits and payments are measured in value terms and comprise various benefits
and payments (both from the budget and from organisations) granted to household members
to purchase goods or services in the form of full or partial repayment of their actual cost. Benefits and

payments are valued as reported by the interviewed household members.

The number of pensioners comprises persons who receive state pensions granted in accordance

with the legislation of the Republic of Belarus.

Average pension size is calculated by dividing the total amount of granted pensions

by the number of pensioners.

Real pension size measures the purchasing power of granted pensions in the reference period
due to the changes in prices of consumer goods and services compared with the base period.
Real pension size is calculated by dividing the average pension index by the consumer price index

for the same time period.

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7. HOUSEHOLD EXPENDITURE AND CONSUMPTION

The section presents data based on the results of the sample household living standards
surveyd. Information on the size and structure of money expenditure, consumption expenditure,
consumption of main foodstuffs, their nutritional and caloric values is presented
in the section.

Household expenditure includes purchase of goods and services; taxes, charges, contributions

and other payments, and also savings and other expenditures.

Consumption expenditure consists of cash expenditure incurred by households on food
(including eating out), alcoholic beverages, tobacco products, non-food goods and services. Taxes,
insurance contributions, financial assistance and other non-consumer expenditures, as well as all
expenses related to subsidiary farming and savings (bank deposits, purchase of real estate, foreign
currency, etc.) are not included.

Classification of household expenditure on payment for consumer goods and services was
based on the statistical classifier SC 17.008-2016 "Household Expenditure”, harmonized with the
Classification of Individual Consumption by Purpose Revision 1999 (CICP 1999), developed by the UN
Statistics Division

Average per capita food consumption is calculated by dividing the total volume
of foodstuffs consumed in households (excluding eating out) by the number of actually present
household members. The total volume of consumed foodstuffs comprises the amount
of purchased foodstuffs and foodstuffs received by household free of charge (from subsidiary farming, as

a gift, etc.) used for personal consumption.

The household consumption of basic foodstuffs includes:

e bread and bakery products, flour, cereals and pasta in flour equivalent;

o milk and dairy products (butter, cheese, cream, sour cream, curds, ice-cream, preserved milk,
powdered milk and the like) in milk equivalent;

e meat of different types of animals, offal and meat products in meat equivalent;

e fish and fish products (dried and air-dried fish, preserved fish, caviar, prepared fish
and seafood) in fish equivalent;

e poultry eggs, powdered eggs, egg melange in egg equivalent;

e potatoes, vegetables and edible cucurbits, fruits and berries, fresh, dried, salted, pickled,

preserved, etc.) in fresh equivalent.

Nutritional and caloric values of foodstuffs are given for food consumed directly

in households (excluding eating out).

8. CONSUMER MARKET

The section presents indicators showing developments in the consumer market of goods
and services — the dynamics and structure of retail turnover and paid services provided to the population,
production of basic foodstuffs, imports of basic goods, availability of consumer durables, dynamics of prices
and tariffs of goods and services, and purchasing power of average per capita disposable money income
of the population.

Retail turnover is the value of goods sold to the population for personal, family, domestic or other
similar  use not  connected with entrepreneurial  activity = and  paid by  cash
or by bank cards, electronic money, transfers of money from personal bank accounts of individuals and
other cashless methods of payment.

Retail turnover is the sum of retail turnover of retail organisations and retail turnover of individual
entrepreneurs and individuals. Retail turnover consists of retail turnover of food and non-food goods.

Catering turnover is the value of catering products and goods sold to the population, legal units
and individual entrepreneurs for cash and (or) by cashless payment in catering facilities as well as out
of catering facilities by order.

Volume indices of retail and catering turnover are relative statistical measures of dynamics
expressed
as a percentage. They reflect changes in retail and catering turnover over time provided that the prices
in the reference period are the same as in the base period.

The volume of paid services for population reflects the consumption of various services
by households and is measured by summing up money amounts paid by individuals or by their employers
for the services provided to them or to their family member(s).

The structure of paid services to population is provided according to the statistical classification
“Paid services for population” (CK 27.005-2015).

The volume index of paid services to population is a relative statistical measure reflecting changes
in the volume of paid services supplied to the population over time taking into account the quantity of
services and eliminating the effects of price changes.

The consumer price index measures changes over time in the value of a fixed basket of goods and
services purchased by the population for non-productive consumption. The structure of actual consumption
expenditure is determined on the basis of the information on expenditures incurred by families on goods
and services obtained from the sample household living standards survey.

Import is shipping of goods in the territory of Belarus that add to the stock of material resources
of the country.

Purchasing power of average per capita disposable money income of the population
is the potential capacity of purchasing goods and services by the population. It is expressed through
the commodity equivalent of average monthly per capita disposable money income.

9. HOUSING CONDITIONS

The section contains statistics on housing amenities, availability of housing, prices of housing
and utilities, and other information on housing conditions of the population.

Total floor space of a housing unit is defined as the sum of the living space and the floor space of
utility space excluding the floor area of balconies, loggias, terraces and unheated (cold) premises.

Floor space per inhabitant is calculated by dividing the total floor space of housing stock
as of the end of the year by the number of population as of the same date.

An apartment is a separate and independent dwelling consisting of one or several habitable
rooms and utility rooms.

Apartment building is a dwelling house consisting of two or more apartments, each of which has
entrances from the auxiliary premises of dwelling house.

Blocked dwelling house is a dwelling house consisting of two or more apartments or two or more
apartments and auxiliary premises, each of which has an entrance directly from the adjacent territory.

Single-family dwelling house is a dwelling house consisting of one apartment with an entrance
directly from the adjacent territory.

Provision of housing stock with amenities is equipping of housing with selected facilities,
i.e. piped water, sewerage, central heating, gas, hot water, baths / shower, etc.

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11. HEALTH CARE

The section contains statistics on morbidity of the population by main disease classes and
cause-specific mortality. Included are data on the network and personnel of medical organisations,
household expenditure on health and other information.

Disease incidence (newly diagnosed cases) is defined as the total cases of a disease registered
for the first time in the reference year. Disease incidence reflects the frequency of occurrence of new
cases of a condition over a year.

Incidence rate is a ratio of the number of new cases registered in the reference year
to the average annual population. It is calculated per 100 000 population.

Hospital institutions are health organisations of all ownership types providing inpatient medical
care. These include hospitals, military hospitals, national scientific and practical centres, maternity
homes, dispensaries and medical sanitary units with inpatient departments, as well as other health
institutions having hospital beds.

Outpatient and polyclinic institutions are health organisations of all ownership types providing
outpatient medical care or carrying out medical examinations (polyclinics, outpatient clinics, dispensaries,
medical sanitary units and the like).

Medical practitioners comprise specialty physicians directly involved in the provision of medical
services to population.

Number of paramedical personnel includes persons with secondary specialized education
in “Healthcare” employed as of the end of the year on positions of specialists with secondary specialized
medical education in institutions providing outpatient, inpatient and emergency medical care, sanitary
organisations and medical and diagnostic services.

12. EDUCATION

The section contains key indicators of pre-primary, general secondary, vocational-technical,
secondary specialised and higher education.

Pre-primary education institutions comprise day nurseries, day nurseries-kindergartens,
kindergartens, sanatorium-type nurseries-kindergartens, sanatorium-type kindergartens, preschool
centres for child development as well as other educational institutions implementing pre-primary
education programmes, special needs education programmes at the level of pre-primary education, and
special needs education programmes at the level of pre-primary education for children with mental
impairment; other organisations authorised by the law to carry out educational activities and
implementing pre-primary education programmes.

Children enrolled in pre-primary education per 100 places is the ratio of the number of children
enrolled in pre-primary education programmes to the number of places in pre-primary education
institutions, multiplied by 100.

Gross enrollment ratio in pre-primary education is the number of children enrolled in pre-primary

education programmes, expressed as a percentage of the population 1 to 5 years old.

General secondary education institutions comprise primary schools, basic schools, secondary
schools, evening schools, gymnasia, boarding gymnasia, lyceums, specialised lyceums, Suvorov
colleges, cadet colleges, boarding schools for orphaned children and children deprived of parental care,

sanatorium-type boarding schools, educational complexes as well as other educational institutions
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implementing general secondary education programmes, special needs education programmes at the
level of general secondary education, and special needs education programmes at the level of general

secondary education for persons with mental impairment.

Vocational-technical education institutions comprise vocational-technical schools, vocational
lyceums, vocational-technical colleges as well as other educational institutions implementing vocational-

technical education programmes.

Secondary specialised education institutions comprise colleges and other educational institutions
implementing secondary specialised education programmes.

Higher education is divided into two stages.

Stage | of higher education provides basic and special knowledge and skills, with the award of
qualification of a specialist with higher education. The document certifying the completion of stage |
higher education programme is a higher education diploma. Stage | higher education qualifies a graduate
to continue education in stage Il programme.

Stage Il of higher education (Master’s programme) provides in-depth training, knowledge and
Skills of academic and research work, with the award of Master’s degree.

The document certifying the completion of stage Il higher education programme is a Master’s
diploma.

Higher education institutions comprise classic universities, specialised universities (academies,

conservatories), institutes, higher colleges.

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13. CULTURE, SPORT, MASS MEDIA, TOURISM

The section contains information reflecting developments of culture in the Republic
of Belarus. Included are data on the activities of public libraries, club institutions, professional theatres
and other cultural institutions as well as data on publication of books, magazines and newspapers.
Statistics on outbound tourism as well as data on sanatorium and health resort organisations and sports
and physical training facilities are also provided.

Public libraries comprise libraries allowing the use of their stock and services to individuals
irrespective of their age, sex, ethnicity, language, place of residence, position, financial conditions,
confession, political beliefs, efc.

Club institutions comprise clubs, palaces (houses, centres) of culture, houses (centres) of folk
arts (crafts and folklore), youth cultural centres, centres of national cultures, and other club institutions
performing enlightening, educational and entertaining functions through the provision of individuals with
favourable conditions to practice folk and creative arts, to satisfy their demand for knowledge, self-
learning, spiritual and physical development, as well as their need for interpersonal relations
and recreation.

The network of professional theatres includes opera and ballet, drama, musical, children’s
and youth theatres. Data on theatres do not include folk and amateur theatres.

Indicators characterizing the production of print media include the number of registered titles
(publications) of books, brochures, magazines, newspapers and other periodicals, as well as their print
run and annual circulation.

A tourist is a person who is travelling from 24 hours to one year or has at least one overnight
stay in the country (place) visited.

Excursionist is a person who makes an excursion without overnight stay in the country (place)
visited.

Specialized accommodation facilities include sanatorium, health resort and health improvement
organisations and other specialised accommodation facilities.

Sanatorium and health resort organisations provide sanatorium and health-resort services
and are located in health resorts or areas having curative and health improving effect. They comprise
sanatoria (for adults, for adults and children, or for children), students’ sanatoria-preventoria, children’s
rehabilitation and health improvement centres, rehabilitation centres (departments).

Health improvement organisations are organisations for adults, for children, for adults and
children that provide health improvement services. They comprise preventoria, health improvement
centres (complexes), educational and health improvement centres, recreation camps, sport and
recreation camps, holiday hotels, leisure camps, boarding houses and other organisations, one of the
activity of which is health improvement of the population.

Health improvement is a complex of measures aimed to increase the resistance to physical,
biological, psychological, and social factors of the environment in order to enhance human health.

Physical training and sports facilities are facilities intended for physical training and sports.

Length of public motor roads is the length of all motor roads intended for use by any person
following the requirements specified by the legislation of the Republic of Belarus. The length of motor
roads includes the length of streets.

Hard surface of motor roads refers to improved surface (cement concrete, asphalt concrete,
of crushed stone and gravel treated with binding materials), as well as crushed stone, gravel and bridge
surfaces.

Density of public motor roads is the length of public motor roads in kilometres per area unit
(normally 1000 square kilometres) of the country or region.

Road traffic accident causing death or injury is an accident involving at least one motor vehicle
that was in motion, resulting in death or injury.

16. JUSTICE AND OFFENCE

The section contains data of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Belarus reflecting
the situation with criminality, including selected types of the most dangerous and most frequently
committed crimes. There is information on crime committers, their age and social status.

Crime is a committed socially dangerous deed (action or inaction) characterised by features
stipulated in the Criminal Code and prohibited by it under the threat of punishment.

Recorded crime is a crime disclosed, officially registered and reflected in the statistical reports
of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Belarus in the reference period.

Grave crimes comprise intentional crimes with the maximum sentence of imprisonment
for not more than 12 years foreseen by the law.

Especially grave crimes comprise intentional crimes with sentence of imprisonment over
12 years, life imprisonment or death sentence foreseen by the law.

A crime is deemed to be committed by a group of persons if at least two persons jointly
participated in the commitment of this crime as actors (accomplices).

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17. ENVIRONMENT
The section presents information on the anthropogenic impact on the environment.

Water abstraction from natural sources is the volume of water withdrawn from groundwater and
surface water bodies.

Water use for domestic and drinking, including curative, purposes is the volume of water used for
domestic and drinking water supply to the population, as well as organizations and facilities for health
care, tourism, physical education and sport, social services, education, culture and the arts that meet the
social and domestic needs of the population.

Wastewater is kind of water discharged from residential, public and industrial buildings and
facilities after their use in economic and other activities, as well as water from precipitation, snowmel,
watering and washing of road surfaces (watering works) in settlements, industries, construction sites and
other facilities and discharged into the environment, including through the sewage system.

Wastewater discharge into surface water bodies is a specially organized inflow of wastewater
into natural or artificial water bodies, watercourses, a permanent or temporary concentration of water
with defined boundaries and features of a hydrological regime.

Air polluting emissions refer to the ingress of contaminants into the atmospheric air from sources
of emission. The total volume of air polluting emissions includes emissions from mobile and stationary
sources.

Mobile sources of emission are transport vehicles and self-propelled machines equipped with
engines the operation of which results in air polluting emissions.

Stationary sources of emission are sources of emission, the displacement of which is impossible
without incommensurable detriment to their function.

Land withdrawn from productive turnover is a land used as roads and other transport
communications, under development, public land, disturbed land, unused land and other land withdrawn
from natural conditions.

Industrial waste is waste generated in the process of economic activity of businesses
and individual entrepreneurs (manufacture of goods, electricity generation, performing of work, provision
of services), by- and associated products of extraction and processing of minerals.

Consumption waste is waste generated in the process of human vital activities, not related to
economic activities, waste generated in consumer cooperatives and gardening partnerships, as well as
generated from sweepings in the common areas.

Municipal waste is consumption waste and industrial waste included in the List of wastes
classified as municipal waste approved by the Ministry of Housing and Communal Services.
