The statistical book contains the information characterizing the situation in the labour
market of the Republic of Belarus in 2011 as compared with the number of previous years.

The current data book presents statistics on the number of population; labour
resources; economically active and employed population; government employees in public
administration sector; employee flows and use of calendar time fund; occupational injuries and
diseases; number and composition of unemployed registered with labour, employment and
social protection agencies, their job placement, registered unemployment rates; wages and
salaries of employees.

The book utilizes data from state statistical surveys of the National Statistical
Committee of the Republic of Belarus as well as the data of the Ministry of Labour and Social
Protection of the Republic of Belarus, Ministry of Education of the Republic of Belarus, and
Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Belarus.

Main indicators are broken down by regions and Minsk City. The separate section deals
with the data on the CIS and other countries.

Statistical indicators are furnished with brief methodological explanations.

2. POPULATION

Current population estimates as of 1 January are calculated taking account of the 2009
population census results plus births and arrivals in the area less deaths and departures from the
area. The estimates make allowances for the increase or reduction in the population numbers of
certain areas resulting from changing of their boundaries, as well as the changes in the numbers of
urban and rural populations arising from the resolution of issues related to administrative and territorial
division of the Republic of Belarus, i.e. as a result of changes in the settlement category
(transformation of rural localities into urban or urban into rural on the basis of legislative acts).

Data for the years between censuses (2000 through 2009) have been adjusted on the basis of
the 2009 population census results.

The population estimates are produced only for the resident population category. Resident
population refers to persons permanently residing in a certain area as well as foreign nationals and
persons without citizenship temporarily resident in the area for more than one year.

The population is classified into urban and rural according to the place of residence, urban
settlements being considered localities that, according to the legislation, are referred to the urban
category (towns, urban, industrial and resort settlements). All other localities are rural.

Working-age population comprises men 16 to 59 years old, women 16 to 54 years old.

Data on migration have been obtained through the compilation of migration record coupons
to arrival and departure address sheets as received from the citizenship and migration units of internal
affairs bodies.

LABOUR RESOURCES AND EMPLOYMENT
3. LABOUR RESOURCES AND EMPLOYMENT

The section presents data characterizing the number and composition of labour resources,
economically active and employed population, unemployed registered with labour, employment and
social protection agencies, labour force participation and registered unemployment rates.

Data on the number of labour resources, economically active and employed population,
unemployed registered with labour, employment and social protection agencies, and other indicators
in the section are provided as average annual values.

Labour resources comprise working age population (except non-working individuals at
working age receiving groups | and Il disability pensions, long-service pensions and age pensions) as
well as individuals over and under working age employed in the economy.

Data on the number of labour resources from 1999 onwards, and the number of employed
population from 2000 onwards are shown taking account of the 2009 population census results.

Population employed in the economy (employed population) are persons working under
employment agreements (contracts) and civil law contracts for whom this work is the only one;
individual entrepreneurs; persons providing services in the field of agri-ecotourism or engaged in
handicraft activities; persons performing work (helping) in an entity established (partnered) by a
related person; and persons engaged in market-oriented production in personal subsidiary plots, for
whom this work is the primary one.

From 2005, the number of employed population includes civil law contractors for whom this
work is the only one.

Economically active population (labour force) is a part of the population that ensures
labour supply for the production of goods, works and services. The economically active population
comprises employed population and unemployed registered with labour, employment and social
protection agencies.

Labour force participation rate is a share of economically active population in the total
working-age population.

Registered unemployment rate is defined as the ratio of the number of unemployed
registered with labour, employment and social protection agencies to the number of economically
active population (employed and unemployed registered with labour, employment and social
protection agencies).

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4. GOVERNMENT EMPLOYEES IN PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION SECTOR

The section presents data on the number of employees in the government and public
administration authorities of the Republic of Belarus, their composition by position held, sex, age
group, education, and length of public service. The data are based on the results of the survey
conducted by state statistical bodies as of 1 November 2011.

A government employee, in accordance with article 5 of the Law of the Republic of Belarus of
14 June 2003 “On government service in the Republic of Belarus”, is a citizen of the Republic of
Belarus who holds, in the manner prescribed by the legislation, a government position, is vested with
relevant powers, and fulfils official duties for money remuneration paid from the republican or local
budgets, or from other sources of financing stipulated by the legislation.

Data on the number of government employees are provided for the Republic of Belarus,
regions and Minsk City for the economic activity “Public administration” which, according to the
national classification of the Republic of Belarus “Kinds of Economic Activity” (OKED) comprises
activities of central government authorities, and of local governments at the regional territorial level,
basic territorial level, and primary territorial level; taxation activities; customs activities; statistical
activities; public administration of social programmes; regulatory and supporting activities for the
efficient economic functioning; international activities; activities in the field of justice and law.

Data do not include information on the Ministry of Defence of the Republic of Belarus, Ministry
of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Belarus, State Security Committee of the Republic of Belarus,
State Border Committee of the Republic of Belarus, Financial Investigation Department of the State
Control Committee of the Republic of Belarus, bodies and departments for emergency situations of the
Ministry of Emergency Situations of the Republic of Belarus.

Summary results for government authorities of the Republic of Belarus are based on the data
provided:

for the supreme legislative, executive and judicial authorities — by the Council of the
Republic of the National Assembly of the Republic of Belarus, House of Representatives of the
National Assembly of the Republic of Belarus, State Secretariat of the Security Council of the Republic
of Belarus, Central Commission of the Republic of Belarus for Elections and National Referendums;
offices of the Presidential Administration of the Republic of Belarus, Department of Presidential Affairs

for state committees — by central offices and territorial bodies of state committees and
departments that are structural units of state committees;

Prosecution Office of the Republic of Belarus and State Control Committee of the Republic of Belarus;

for other state organisations — by the central office and territorial bodies of the National
Statistical Committee of the Republic of Belarus, central office of the National State Television and
Radio Broadcasting Company, Higher Attestation Commission of the Republic of Belarus,
Commissioner of Religions and Nationalities;

for local Councils of Deputies, executive and regulatory bodies — by regional (Minsk City),
municipal (of towns of regional subordination) and district executive and regulatory bodies as well as
local Councils of Deputies, rural, township and town (of towns of district subordination) executive
committees;

The number of employees in government and public administration authorities of the Republic
of Belarus includes security and building services personnel and excludes external multiple job
holders.

Government employees are distributed by age groups according to the number of complete
years as of 1 November 2011.

Persons with higher or secondary specialized education comprise government employees
having higher or secondary specialized education diplomas respectively.

5. RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT PERSONNEL,
TEACHING PERSONNEL AND HEALTH WORKERS

The section contains statistics on the number of personnel engaged in research and
development, higher education and other teaching personnel, medical doctors and paramedical
personnel.

Research and development personnel comprise persons whose creative work undertaken
on a systematic basis is intended to increase the stock of knowledge and the use of this stock of
knowledge to devise new applications, and also persons providing direct services related to research
and development. In statistics, R&D personnel is recorded as the payroll number of employees who
carried out research and development, as of the end of the reference year.

Research and development personnel are classified into the following categories: researchers,
technicians and supporting staff.

Researchers are R&D professionals directly engaged in the creation of new knowledge,
products, processes, methods, and systems, and in the management of the above activities.

Technicians comprise workers who participate in research and development performing
technical tasks, normally under the supervision of researchers (operation and servicing of scientific
instruments, laboratory and computer equipment, preparation of materials and drawings, carrying out
experiments, tests and analyses, etc.).

Supporting staff are workers fulfilling supporting tasks associated with research and
development (staff of planning and economic, financial departments, patent services, scientific and
technical information units, scientific and technical libraries; workers performing assembly, adjustment,
servicing and repairs of scientific equipment and instruments; workers of experimental production
units; laboratory assistants having no higher or secondary specialized education), and also workers
performing tasks that are a direct service to research and development (workers of accounting,
personnel, secretarial, logistics divisions).

The total number of higher education teaching staff comprises the higher education
teaching personnel filling the staff positions in educational institutions teaching higher education
programmes. Workers of research subdivisions (research units, research services, research
laboratories, etc.) are not included in this category.

The number of specialty physicians from 2000 to 2009 includes persons with higher medical
education employed as of end of year in institutions providing outpatient, inpatient and emergency
medical care, sanitary organisations, social security institutions, scientific and practical centres,
institutions of training, retraining, and advanced professional training of medical and pharmaceutical
personnel, in health authorities, etc. Data for the years 2010 and 2011 comprise persons with higher
medical education for whom such education is a mandatory prerequisite for performing their
occupational tasks, i.e. persons employed as of end of year in the positions of specialty physicians in
organizations providing outpatient, inpatient and emergency medical care, in social security, sanitary
and hygiene, and medical diagnostic institutions.

The number of paramedical personnel from 2000 to 2009 includes persons with secondary
specialized medical education employed as of end of year in institutions providing outpatient, inpatient
and emergency medical care, sanitary organisations, social security institutions, scientific and practical
centres, pre-school institutions, schools, infant homes, etc. Data for the years 2010 and 2011
comprise persons with secondary specialized medical education employed as of end of year in the
positions of specialists with secondary specialized medical education in organizations providing
outpatient, inpatient and emergency medical care, in sanitary and hygiene institutions, medical
diagnostic services, children’s preschool institutions, schools, infant homes, etc.

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7. EMPLOYEE FLOWS. CALENDAR TIME BUDGET

The section presents information on employee flows, hours worked, and use of calendar time
budget of employees. The data are shown for both for-profit and non-profit organizations but do not
include small business entities of non-state ownership; housing, housing construction, and garage co-
operatives; other consumer co-operatives; gardeners partnerships; owners partnerships; religious
organizations (associations); and representative offices of foreign organizations.

Hires comprise persons enrolled in the reference period in organisation by employer’s order
(directive) on acceptance for employment.

Employees taken to additionally introduced workplaces (manual and non-manual) comprise
persons accepted to extra workplaces established as a result of reconstruction, expansion of
production, new shift arrangements and the like.

Employment terminations comprises all employees who quitted work in organization
regardless of the grounds for the termination of employment agreement (by mutual agreement;
expiration of employment agreement; dissolution of employment agreement upon employee’s request
or on employer’s initiative; consensual transfer of employee to another employer or transfer to elective
post; under circumstances beyond the parties’ control, etc.), and the discharge or transfer of whom is
documented by the respective order (directive).

Ratio of hires to terminations is calculated as the relation of the number of hires in the
reference period to the number of terminations due to all reasons for the same period.

Employee flows are characterized by the staff turnover indicator:

staff turnover is the total number of persons accepted for employment (put on the payroll)
and discharged employees viewed in proportion to the average payroll number of employees for a
specified (reference) period. The staff turnover intensity is characterized by the following ratios:

hires turnover is the ratio of the number of hires in the reference period to the average
payroll number of employees for the same period,;

terminations turnover is the ratio of the number of terminations in the reference period to the
average payroll number of employees for the same period.

Man-days worked comprise man-days of employees who actually worked in organization
including those who worked part-time working day or part-time working week; man-days worked as
overtime during public holidays, weekends and holidays (non-working days) in excess of monthly rate
(out of work schedule).

Man-days of days-off and holidays include general days-off, second days-off in case of a
five-day working week, public holidays and holidays (non-working days).

Justified absences from work comprise man-days of absence due to temporary incapacity;
annual or paid study leaves including days-off occurring in the period of such leaves; other absence
from work allowed by the legislation.

Working time loss includes man-days of leaves of absence upon agreement between
employee and employer or initiated by employer; full-day idle time; unjustified absence from work and
other absence due to work-related misconduct; days not worked due to part-time schedule (part-time
working day or part-time working week) initiated by employer.

8. OCCUPATIONAL INJURIES AND OCCUPATIONAL DISEASES

The section presents data on the number of cases of occupational injuries, including fatalities;
number of man-days of incapacity for work due to an occupational injury; number of persons newly
diagnosed with occupational diseases, their distribution by regions, by economic activity, and sex.

Data on occupational injuries and occupational diseases cover for-profit and non-profit
organizations and do not include private farm holdings; housing, housing construction and garage co-
operatives; other consumer co-operatives; gardeners partnerships; owners partnerships; religious
organizations (associations); representative offices of foreign organizations; from 2008 — small
business entities of non-state ownership; local Councils of Deputies, community and rural executive
committees; from 2009 — micro-entities.

Occupational injuries are characterized by the number of cases when a worker incurs an
occupational injury due to an occupational accident while fulfilling his / her regular duties in the
premises of employer or commuting in a transport vehicle provided by employer, which results in one
or more working days of incapacity or death.

Occupational accident is an event resulting in an injury or other damage to health in a
worker while performing work duties and in other cases determined by the Regulations, both in the
premises of employer and in any other place where the worker was in connection with work or took
other actions in the interest of employer, and which entailed the necessity to transfer the worker to
another job, temporary or permanent occupational incapacity, or death.

Occupational disease is a disease contracted exclusively or predominantly as a result of an
exposure to a harmful industrial factor arising from work activity resulting in temporary (for at least one
day) or permanent occupational incapacity or death.

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9. UNEMPLOYMENT AND JOB PLACEMENT

The information on the number and composition of unemployed persons has been prepared
based on the data of the Ministry of Labour and Social Protection of the Republic of Belarus and
covers individuals registered with labour, employment and social protection agencies.

The number of employment applications to labour, employment and social protection
agencies characterizes the number of population who applied to labour, employment and social
protection agencies for the purpose of finding a job, including persons in work who wish to change job
or to find secondary employment, pensioners as well as students who wish to work during non-study
hours.

The number of job placements comprises all individuals accepted for employment upon the
referral of labour, employment and social protection agencies, including the persons placed in new
workplaces; in fixed reservation jobs; as a result of relocation to another place of residence and work;
within the framework of the Regulation of the organization of temporary employment of young
unemployed “Youth Practice”; as a result of occupational rehabilitation of disabled persons, etc. Job
placements do not include persons placed in temporary jobs (paid public works).

Unemployed registered with labour, employment and social protection agencies are
persons who are able to work, permanently reside in the Republic of Belarus, and who are without
work or earnings, are registered with labour, employment and social protection agencies at their
permanent place of residence for the purpose to find adequate job, are seeking work, and are
currently available for work.

Registered unemployment rate is defined as a ratio of the number of unemployed
registered with labour, employment and social protection agencies to the number of economically
active population (employed population and unemployed registered with labour, employment and
social protection agencies).

Duration of unemployment is a time period during which an unemployed has been seeking
work.

Uncompleted unemployment is a time period from the date of unemployed registration up to
the end of the reference period.

Number of vacant workplaces (vacancies) is the number of vacant jobs reported by
employers to the labour, employment and social protection agencies within two weeks since they were
established.

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10. WAGES AND SALARIES

The section provides data on wages and salaries of employees in a breakdown by regions
and kinds of economic activity.

Nominal gross average monthly wages and salaries are calculated by dividing the gross
wage fund by the average payroll number of employees, and by the number of months in a period.

Index of nominal gross wages and salaries is computed as a ratio of the nominal gross
average monthly wages and salaries of the reference period to the nominal gross average monthly
wages and salaries of the base period.

Real wages characterize the purchasing power of wages and salaries in the reference period
as a result of changes in prices of consumer goods and services as compared with the base period.
For this purpose index of real wages is calculated by dividing the index of nominal gross wages and
salaries by the consumer price index for the same time period.

Average payroll number of employees to be used for the estimation of average wages and
salaries is calculated on the basis of the number of employees on the payroll excluding workers on
maternity leaves, leaves in connection with the adoption of child under three months of age, parental
child-care leaves up to the age of three years; persons absent from work due to temporary incapacity
or care of a sick person, the absence of whom is justified by a medical certificate of sickness or other
relevant certificate; workers on unpaid leaves (except persons on unpaid leaves initiated by employer)
and certain other temporarily absent workers.

Wage fund comprises the following disbursements accrued to employees regardless of the
source of financing: compensation for work done and hours worked; incentive and compensatory
payments; compensation for non-worked hours and other payments to be included in the wage fund.
Wage fund is shown before income tax and compulsory insurance contributions of employees.
Benefits and other payments out of state social insurance funds, and insurance payments under
compulsory occupational injury and occupational disease insurance are not included in the wage fund.

Gross average monthly wages and salaries are shown in the following way:

yearly data cover for-profit and non-profit organisations except private farm holdings; housing,
housing construction, and garage co-operatives; other consumer co-operatives; gardeners
partnerships; owners partnerships; religious organizations (associations); and representative offices of
foreign organizations;

data for December also do not include small business entities of non-state ownership.

Data on annual wages and salaries of employees are shown by kind of economic activity (both
principal and secondary) carried out by organizations; data for December show principal activity only.

Minimum consumer budget comprises expenditures on consumer goods and services to
meet basic physiological, social and cultural needs of an individual.

Value indicators for 1994 through 1999 are shown in the denomination effective from 20
August 1994 (reduction by a factor of 10); starting from 2000, in the denomination effective from 1
January 2000 (reduction by a factor of 1000); for other years, in the standards of prices of
corresponding years.
